The project.

BIG, Bjarke Ingels Group, is a Copenhagen, New York,
London and Barcelona based group of architects,
designers, urbanists, landscape professionals, interior
and product designers, researchers and inventors.

After outgrowing their old space, Bjarke Ingels made
the decision to relocate the company to Brooklyn, where
he purchased a waterfront penthouse in DUMBO, New
York City's premier arts district.

A complete renovation took place over six months to
transform the new space. Kai-Uwe Bergmann, one of
the firm's partners, described the design as “holistic” with
much of the furniture and lighting designed by BIG.

The challenge.
